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An Institution of the Order of Malta
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Holy Family Hospital is the primary maternity center for Bethlehem
area which comprises the towns of Bethlehem, Beit Jala, Beit Sahour
and Doha, neighboring villages, refugee camps and Bedouins settle-
ments. The hospital also acts as a referral center for UNRWA, the Beit
Jala Government Hospital, PA MOH and a number of small local mater-
nity homes for their high risk cases. With the establishment of outreach
clinics and a growing reputation for high quality care more and more
mothers are coming long distances from the areas of Hebron and Ramal-
lah. Everybody is welcome to the HFH regardless of race religion, color
or culture.

HFH has five major departments serving unconditionally day and night
the mothers and infants. Neonatal care, Operation room, emergency, La-
bor ward , postnatal department and Nursery. Consequently, each has its
own role in facilitating the labor ache.

The Labor ward department in HFH is an emergency admission unit for
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pregnant women as well as a laboring and delivery area. The regular labor ward team consists
of Midwives, Student Midwives, Consultant Obstetricians, Resident obstetricians, Anesthetists,
and Housekeepers.

This branch encountered an extremely full of activity months during; July, August and Septem-
ber. Numerous deliveries, pain, hard working, punctuaity, trustworthiness and dedica
tion .Every and each team member showed his most excellent and finest effort.
